The City of Roman Forest is currently evaluating our City Building Inspection and Permit process working to insure 

that we are in compliance with current standards and ensure that our property owners have the correct 

permits/inspections completed. We are planning on having all licensed contractors register with the City. This will be 

part of our City Building Inspection and Permit process. 

Drainage ditches have been cleared of debris. Old City Park playground equipment that was deemed unsafe has been 

removed with City Council approval. Maintenance has removed three damaged trees in the Park. There have been 

several trees that have fallen onto our roadways in the recent storms/winds. Most of these were diseased or drought 

stricken trees. Maintenance has done great job in keeping our streets clear whether it was day or night. Please be 

aware of diseased or drought stricken trees on your property. These are especially vulnerable with winds this time of 

the year and can cause considerable damage. 

Council Lady Peeples plans on Friendswood Development Representatives attending our next City Council Meeting 

regarding their plans for the area named Tavola. I am looking forward to meeting with them in hopes of developing a 

strong relationship between the City of Roman Forest and Friendswood Development.
